7. Andrea MacDonald Addressed Board on behalf of St George’s

St George’s would like to continue to work through the President and the Scheduler exclusively.  Coaches cannot schedule or modify their ice times.  St G’s will try and open on 9/1 this year.  The St G’s master plan is on hold due to economy, and the ice rink is low on the list of items on the master plan.

OLD BUSINESS

Brad Read – Squirt and PW House League
We need to keep the kids in travel hockey interested in playing house league.  With the low PW number and only 2 teams they took a hit on ice time.  The 2 C Teams at the Squirt level will have the same effect on the Squirt House league.  Board approved that travel players can play in house league for an additional $100, but the fear is that if it is not mandated they will sign up then ask for their money back.

Jim O stated we will need to look at the numbers for house league to make an accurate decision on ice time.

Jim Maguire stated the numbers will dictate ice.  A potential solution is to combine the Squirt and PW levels create teams based on talent and age.
